Journey service at the East Campus in early March. Now every first  
and third Sunday of the month, at both campuses, our teens have the  
opportunity to connect with their peers for real-talk discussions about their 
faith and futures. Our new East Campus Teen Director Erwin Rodriguez 
and a volunteer team welcomed 76 teens at the event!

Over at the West Campus, nine teens are actively involved in the Teen 
Ministry Worship Team affectionately called, “The Willing,” and they serve 
at every Journey Service in Rockaway. One of the teens, high school senior 
Isaiah Gray, serves as the lead worship leader, coordinates schedules of 
singers, and helps to craft song lists!� n

Our College Ministry 
is also bustling and the 
shuttle program continues 
to be a vital component 
of our outreach. For the 
Spring semester, we had 
four schools involved in our 
College Shuttle  
program—where students 
are picked up from their campus 
and taken to one of ours for worship 
services. We currently transport 
students from Rutgers-Newark, 
NJIT, and Montclair State to our 
East Campus, and we provide the 
same service for Fairleigh Dickinson 
University to our West Campus.

There has also been some  
dynamic fellowship through Life 
Groups and “connect events” that 
bring together our East Campus and 
West Campus college students. And 

our internship program is also  
thriving. Eight students from six 
schools are in the program this 
spring!
